PERMIT APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS AND REQUIREMENTS 

 
 

Please allow five (5) working days for processing. 
THE FIREWORKS PERMIT MUST BE ON SITE DURING THE DISCHARGE OF THE PYROTECHNICS 

 
 

ITEMS REQUIRED PRIOR TO PERMIT ISSUANCE: 
 

1. All blanks must be completed on the application. 
2. The permit holder is required to obtain liability insurance in an amount sufficient to cover the claims of any person(s) who may be 

injured or otherwise damaged as a result of the display.  The insurance must name the City of Hidalgo as an additional insured and a 
copy of the Certificate of Insurance evidencing the coverage must accompany the application. 

3. Include a detailed site plan indicating the discharge and storage locations and distances. 
4. Include the manufacturer’s technical data sheet of each type of pyrotechnics to be discharged. 
5. Include a resume of the fireworks shooter. 
6. Include copies of federal explosives license, state of Texasfireworks license through the TX Office of the State Fire Marshal.

CONDITIONS OF PERMIT 
A permit shall constitute permission to maintain, store or handle materials, or to conduct processes which produce conditions hazardous to life or property; or to 
install or modify any fire protection system or equipment or any other construction; equipment installation or modification in accordance with the provisions of the 
TX State Fire Code where a permit is required. Such permission shall not construe as authority to violate, cancel or set aside any of the provisions of the TX State 
Fire Code or other applicable regulations or laws of the State of Texas or City of Hidalgo. The code official is authorized to revoke a permit issued under the 
provisions of the TX State Fire Code when it is found by inspection or otherwise that there has been a false statement or misrepresentation as to the material facts in 
the application or construction documents on which the permit or approval was based including, but not limited to, any one of the following: 

 
1. The permit is used for a location or establishment other than that for which it was issued; 
2. The permit is used for a condition or activity other than that listed in the permit; 
3. Conditions and limitations set forth in the permit have been violated; 
4. The permit is used by a different person or firm than the name for which it was issued.
